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High Speed Headings From Digital Yacht

HSC100 Compass Sensor Now Available
Digital Yacht have launched a new high speed compass sensor called the HSC100.  It’s designed to provide electronic heading information for plotter, radar and PC based navigation systems which then allow the use of features such as radar overlay or MARPA target tracking.  On plotter based systems, chart displays can be referenced to the boat's heading enabling true motion and course up type display modes.

The HSC100 has a simple two wire NMEA output and runs on either 12V or 24V with minimal power consumption.  It is waterproof and can be mounted outside on steel hulled vessels (where internal placement isn’t possible because of the magnetic interference) and also features an automatic calibration/deviation routine to compensate for the effects of any nearby magnetic influences.  A heading offset can also be applied if the sensor is mounted at an angle to the boat's centreline.
Most low cost compass sensors only output NMEA heading data once per second which is too slow for proper stabilisation of a radar overlay or MARPA target tracking function.  The HSC100 sends data at ten times this speed to ensure a stable presentation of overlay data.  Priced at £199.95 plus VAT, it is available now.  Further details from Digital Yacht.
