Called the IB30, it comprises of a small controller with joystick and a separate 15” LCD monitor.  It brings all the normal C-Map MAX functions and has an industry standard NMEA GPS input as well as an NMEA autopilot output for waypoint to waypoint steering.


The two-part solution allows the controller to be installed in a convenient location for operation whilst still allowing the display to be remotely mounted.  The two can be separated by a distance of up to 10 metres and additional displays can also be added to the system as required.  There are three input ports which also means it is compatible with AIS receivers, optional radar and sounder products.  Priced at just £999 including VAT, it offers unprecedented value for money for a 15” chart plotter product.  The IB30S will be available shortly, which will utilise a waterproof sunlight-viewable display and is expected to cost £1,499.00 including VAT.
