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NEW MULTIPLEXER, THE EISSING SB2006, AVAILABLE FROM MARINE ELECTRONIC SERVICES 

For those struggling with NMEA interfacing, a new device from Bristol-based Marine Electronic Services Ltd may help.  Called the Eissing SB2006, it is an NMEA multiplexer that combines up to four NMEA sources into one single output suitable for sharing across a range of devices.  

The most common application is integrating AIS receivers into the Raymarine C & E Series.  These sophisticated multi-function displays only come equipped with a single NMEA input that is often used for high-speed compass data or GPS information.  If adding an AIS receiver, a multiplexer such as this is required, so that the information from these multiple sources can be combined in one output that the multi-function device can understand.  The system comes pre-programmed for most popular installations but sophisticated or custom installations can be accommodated thanks to an easy PC programming interface.  Various ports can be prioritised for the specific items of information.
