With many homes, offices and cafés now offering free Internet access, the extended range of a Syrens device allows the user to tap into whatever is available.


For larger vessels and superyachts, the APX system offers multi-computer connectivity for onboard networks etc.  Prices start from £599 inc VAT for the Syrens Lite system.  
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
